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¢ Age Recnmmendﬁtions:

o JCL will only recommend, market, and sell ATVs for use under the age category/speed
guidelines specified in Section 6 of the ANSI/SVIA 1-2007 standard for ATVs (*the
ATV Standard™. JCL will not recommend, market, advertise, or sell new adult-sized
ATVs for the use of persons less than {6 years of age.

o JCL is well aware of the concern regarding injuries and fatalities among persons under
the age of 16, therefore JCL, will use its best cfforts to ensure that its dealers comply

with these requirements.

o Safety Alerts:

o JCL shall provide to dealers, for dissemination to each purchaser, a “Safety Alert”
containing the same substantive safety information as the Safety Alert described at
H.3.b.(4)(c) and Appendix J of the 1988 ATV Consent Decree.

o Safety messages will include injury and death statistics for ATVs, safety rules, age
recommendations and information regarding the ATV training course as described in
the Safety Alert in Section H.3.b.(4)(c) and Appendix J of the 1988 ATV Consent
Decree.

¢ ATV Labels and Safety Hang Tags:

o JCI.’s labels will comply with the requirements of Section 4.23 of the ATV Standard.
o JCL’s hang tags will comply with the requirements of Section 4.24 of the ATV Standard
‘and will include information about free, hands-on ATV training availability.

e Owner’s Manual:

o JCL’s Owner’s Manuals will comply with the requirements of Section 4.21 of the ATV
Standard.

¢ ATY Safe Riding DVD:

o AST will provide JCL. with a Sate Riding DVD, through the SVIA ATV Safety
[nstitute’s “*Manufaciurer’s Participation Program™.

o As permitted by AST through this participation program, JCL will supply its dealers the
Safe Riding DVD at the point of purchase, to be provided to all retail purchasers of JCL
ATVs,

o The DVD shall comply with all requirements described at Section H.3.b.(4)(b) and
paragraphs I1.A and 1.C of Appendix [ of the 1988 ATV Consent Decree.
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o If at any time JCL. is no longer a participating member of ASF’s Safety Program, and no
longer able to distribute ASPs Safe Riding DVD, JCL will cease to import ATVs or
distribute ATVs in commerce until such time that JCL is able to supply its dealers with
its own safety video which complies with all requircments described at Section
H.3.b.(4)(b) and paragraphs 11.A and [1.C of the 1988 ATV Consent Decree.

¢ Training and Incentives:

o JCL will pay for all ATV purchasers and members of their immediate families to attend
free hands-on ATV Safety Institute (4S]) tramning, as provided through AST's Safety
Program,

AST authorized training institutions will conduct this training.

JCL will require all dealers to register their ATV purchasers for the ASI ATV Safety

Training course, free of charge, at the time of purchase through a secure online Internet

registration process.

o Information regarding the free hands-on ATV training and how to register for the course
will also be available through the Owner’s Manual, Safety Alerts, Electronic and Printed
materials, on the Hangtags, and through the Toll-frce Hotline,

o JCL will follow up with purchasers via email to confirm registration has been
completed, at the time of purchdse and it not provide information about how to register
for the AST training.

o |f at any time JCL is no longer a participating member of ASFs Safety Program, JCL
will require all dealers to provide the registration information for the training course to
the consumer at the time of purchase and will reimburse the incurred registration
expenses of the purchaser, upon receiving proof of completion of the course.

o After completion of the AS7 course, the nder will quality for an incentive worth $100.
The $100 incentive for training will include at lcast $50 in cash, with the balance
offered (at the consumer’s choice) as a rebate for already purchased safety equipment or
a credit toward the purchase of new satety equipment.

If at any time JCL is no longer a participating member of AST's Safety Program, JCL
will cease to import ATVs or distribute ATVs in commerce until such time that JCL is
able to provide a toll-free 24-hour consumer hotline, which will meet all of the
requirements of Section H.4 of the 1988 ATV Consent Decree.

The ATV hotline information will be available on JCL's web site, promotional
brochures, and print advertisements.

JCL’s contribution to the funding of an ATV Safety Hotline will be included in the
SVIA ATV Safety Institute’s “Manufacturer’s Participation Program” with a minimum
annual fee of $5000, of which JCL will be an active participant.

All advertisements and promotional materials used or distributed by JCL will include
the substance of the safety messages as described in Section J.1 and Appendix K of the
1988 ATV Consent Decree and will depict ATVs in a manner consistent with safe and
responsible use of the product.

All riders shown in such advertisements shall wear full safety gear and helmets.

JCL. will make its best efforts to promote dealer compliance with these advertising
requirements,

e Information/ Education Efforts:

JCL’s intent is to educate consumers and users about the age recommendations, the risk
of injury or death to children and other safety-related information. The materials
provided are directed primarily toward providing safety information and deterring
children under the age of sixteen from operating adult-sized ATVs.

JCL. through a portion of the fees paid to ASI, will directly help fund ASI’s information
and education program that promotes safety messaging that includes the ATV Safety
Institute’s “Golden Rules.” These messages consist of: 1) Always wear a helmet and
other protective gear. 2) Never ride on public roads ~ another vehicle could hit you. 3)
Never ride under the influence of alcohol or other drugs. 4) Never carry or ride as a
passenger on a single-rider ATV. 5) Ride an ATV that is right for your age. 6) Supervise
riders younger than 16; ATVs are not toys. 7) Ride only on designated trails and at a
safe speed. 8) Take an ATV RiderCourse; visit www.atvsafety.org or call tol] free (800)
887-2887.

If at any time JCL is no longer a participating member of ASTs Safety Program, JCL
will cease to import ATVs or distribute ATVs in commerce, unti! such time that JCL is
able to enact its own Information and Education Program that complies with Appendix
N of the 1988 ATV Consent Decree and is approved by the Office of the General
Counsel of the CPSC.
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o JCL will help promote ATV safety messages and safety behaviors through distribution
of ASI safety education materials. By promoting ASI's ATV RiderCourse, JCL will
potentially help increase the number of students who take hands-on training.
