The Office of the General Counsel, in response to a potential concern regarding the sale
of noncompliant cribs, is recommending a clarification in the final rule, Safety Standards for
Full-Size Baby Cribs and Non-Full-Size Baby Cribs, approved by the Commission on December
15,2010. The revision would make it clear that the compliance date for child care facilities,
family child care homes, and places of public accommodation affecting commerce only allows
for the use of the cribs to conduct their business and does not permit the sale or resale of these
cribs after the six month effective date.
