FY 2007 Regulatory Plan and Agenda 
(Briefing package dated August 14, 2006, OS No. 3526) 

DECISION: 

The Commission voted unanimously (2-0) to approve the draft regulatory plan and 
agenda without change. The regulatory agenda is published in the Federal Register 
twice each year. The notice lists those rules which are expected to be proposed or 
issued during the next twelve months (for Fiscal Year 2007) and which may have a 
significant economic impact on a substantial number of small entities, including small 
businesses. The notice is updated to reflect that the mattress rulemaking is now final 
and the only significant rulemaking under consideration by the Commission for action in 
Fiscal Year 2007 is the upholstered furniture rulemaking. The format is specified by the 
Office of Management and Budget and the General Services Administration for 
inclusion in the Unified Agenda of Federal Regulatory and Deregulatory Actions. The 
publishing of the regulatory agenda is required by Section 602 of the Regi~latory 
Flexibility Act, 5 U.S.C. 5 602, and Executive Order 112866.
