This IN-DEPTH-INVESTIGATION is an "OFFICIALS ONLY" case based on a
certificate of death. Therefore, no next of kin was contacted. All
the information in this report was cbtained from the attached
sheriff’s report and autopsy report.

PRE-INCIDENT: ‘ -

The victim was described as a six-month-old female. According to
the autopsy report, the victim measured 27 inches in length and
weighed 8710. grams. The autopsy says the victim was well develop.

.This jncident occurred on July 13, 1897 petween the hours of 0900
and 1000. It occurred at the home of the victim's parents. The
Sheriff’'s report says that at the time of the incident the victim
was alone in the bathroom in the bathtub. The report also states
that a bath seat was in the bathtub at the time of~the incident.

According to the sheriff’s report the victim’s father informed the
investigating officer that he was running a tub of water in the
bath tub. The father informed the investigating officer that he was
giving the victim a bath. He said he put the victim in her bath
seat. The bath seat had four suction cups that attached to the
bottom of the tub. He said after putting the victim in her bath
seat which was in the bath tub he left the room. The water was
running. He said he went into the kitchen to start cleaning the
area. The father informed the investigating officer that ' he could
not have been gone more than three to four minutes at the most.

INRCIDENT:

2 few minutes later he returned to the bathroom to check on the
victim. The father explained to the officer that he found the
victim floating face down in the water. He grabbed her and ran next
door for help because he had no phone at their residence.

POST-INCIDENT:

The father said his next-docor-neighbors a retired nurse and her
husband offered their help. He said the man of the house called the
911 operators for help. In the meantime, his wife began CPR until
the arrival of the E.M.S. unit. The victim was transported to
Mother Frances Hospital for treatment. The victim was pronounced
dead on arrival. The local Justice of the Peace and a detective
from the sheriff’s department were contacted. They arrived at the
hospital. The Justice of the Peace ordered an autopsy on the victim
to decide the official cause of death. The autopsy said the cause
of death was drowning.

Subsequent investigation of the drowning by the sheriff’s detective
revealed that the victim had been in the master bathroom, which was
adjacent to the master bedroom, in the northern end of the mobile
home. The victim had been left alone in the bathroom for several
minutes, while the father had been in another portion of the
residence doing something else. As stated previously, the father
returned and found the victim floating face down. Bccording to the
investigating detective the tub was still “full” of water. It was
measured. The water level was approximately nine and one-half
inches deep. The water was cool, but not cold to the touch. The
detective also noted that inside the tub, floating in the water,
was a blue plastic bath seat. He also stated that several other
children’s bath toys were noted in the bath water

PRODUCT IDENTIFICATION:

According to the information outlined in the sheriff’s report the
product involved is a bath seat. The sheriff’s detective -said the
pProduct in question was manufactured by Safety Firat, Inc. The
product is a blue plastic bath chair with four suction cups on the
bottom. The product has a swivel seat and is approximately eight
inches high. It was also stated that it was eight long and twelve
inches wide. He said the bath seat had the following warning
information: “WARNING: PREVENT DROWNING NEVER LEAVE CHILD
UNATTENDED.*

The investigating detective conducted a test on the bath chair. He
Placed the chair in the intended/designed position with all four
suction cups secured on the tub’s floor and found that the water

level in the bathtub was still one and some half inches above the
device. Four tests were conducted with the bath chair being secured
on the bottom of the tub. The detective found that the front
suction cups released within two minutes each time, with the
longest time being two minutes, fifteen seconds.

STANDARD INFORMATION:

It is unknown if the product involved in the incident meets ASTM
voluntary standard under development for infant bath rings and bath
seats.
