Summary

• Ideas to convey in a message: 

o Choose products and containers with flame arrestors if available 
o Before pouring look for ignition sources 

• Seeing flames 
• Feeling for heat 
• Electrical sources 

o Keep people away from the 'danger zone' 
• Immediately near the container 
• In a direct path from the mouth of the container 

o Be concerned with the flammable liquid fuel vapors, they catch fire and can travel from 
the container 

o Develop 5 "did you know" short and interesting messages
